7. Learning outcomes:

As a result of studying the module the student should:
to know: the prerequisites for the formation of scientific understanding of the composition, interdisciplinary artistic thesaurus of the theory of the composition, the content of universal and specific laws and means of composition in various kinds of arts and crafts, the methodological foundations of composite activities in the spatial arts, typology and methodological foundations of composite schemes semiotic foundations of the subject composition, the genre peculiarities of composition in the works of realistic content illusory foundations and creative methodology of creation of compositions of imagery and fantastic direction, the features of artistic image in the system of composite constructions;

to be able to: elementary group elements composition in various types of format, interpret associative-abstract compositions, create compositional schemes, to find visual motifs and stylize them in a figurative-a symbolic composition, to analyze the imagery and semantic composition, and to achieve unity of content and form in it, to transform associative abstract composition in figurative-symbolic, to use the expressive means of the composition in the genres of still life, landscape, portrait and narrative paintings, to adequately apply the transformational principles and collage in creating imagery and fantastic compositions to create fantastic images in the composition by means of lexography and monotypes.

9. Necessary obligatory preliminary and attendant modules: drawing, painting, art history, chromatics.

10. The contents of the module:

The course "composition" in the specialty "Fine arts" included familiarization with the theory of composition, the study of its patterns that are common to all types and genres of art, as well as features peculiar to certain species.

The program content aims to maximize the creative direction, that is, to form students ' artistic and creative competence. Maximum consideration for this variety of styles of fine art from abstraction to surrealism. Provides for the study of such types of composition as the associative-abstract figurative-symbolic, figurative meaning, imagery fantastic. In this regard, students need to efficiently perform original in its content and form works:

1) non-objective composition using geometric and color tools to play a certain natural phenomena or mental condition;

2) subject decorative composition with the use of stylized forms of the subject, the images which recreate the intended subject, such as "Tree of life";

3) realistic decorative compositions in the genres of still life, landscape, portrait and narrative paintings;

4) fancy double composition content, using visual illusions and creative methodology of surrealism.
